A Yogi with Three Passions
Ranen Sinha

ThHeBritigh
trained Indian Surgeon,
Dr. Krishnadhan Ghose,
wanted his son to be a pakka
sahib —— a full-fledged
Englishman without being
polluted by Indian influence;
but the son, Arobindo, had
other ideas. Throughout his
78-year life (1872 - 1950) he
was driven by three passions:
a) intense love of God and a
desire to realize Him so that
he could bring the Divine
Consciousness to the level of
matter and help humanity to
live a Divine Life in the
material world, while remain-
ing in the human body; b) his
boundless love for India
whome he considered as the
Divine Mother, the timeless
guardian of the spiritual
essence; and c) his blind love for
the human race and the world in
which it lives

In 1908, Aurobindo followed
the path of love (Bhakti Yoga) at-
tained his personal self-realiza-
tion, his soul communed with the
Supreme Spirit (Brahman).
Henceforth, his preoccupation
was the betterment of the plight
of the Indian people and man-
kind in general. He challenged
the traditional interpretation of

India’s elegant Advaita
Vedanta system which tells us
that the material world in
which we live,work and die is
unreal, an illusion, and the
only Reality in the Universe
and beyond is the timeless
Brahman. For a human being,
therefore, life’s only purpose
is to unite his or her soul
(Atman) with the Brahman.
Aurobindo reinterpreted this
Vedanta concept. He felt the
presence of Brahman as a
personal God, everywhere
and in everything, and made
a bold attempt to link these
two poles rather than
considering all worldly objects
as illusion. Through intense
practice of yoga he tried to
elevate ordinary persons from
their normal mind to the
supermind, from ignorance to
perfect knowledge, from
mortal life to the Life Divine.
The yogi, Aurobindo, unlike
many others, was not
satisfied with his own spiritual
fulfillment alone. Deep inside
he felt the sorrow of
separation of every man,
woman and child from the
Supreme Spirit and resolved
to heal this pain of separation
by uniting mankind with its
eternal companion. On a

spiritual level, he claimed to
have accomplished this goal
in 1926. He brought down the
truth-consciousness of the
Supermind to this earth and
enabled human beings as a
race to rise from its bound
mind to the peak of the
evolutionary ascent, the
infinite and blissful Supermind
or the Vijnana of the
Upanishads. According to
Aurobindo’s Internal Yoga, the
Supermind can be
realized by a living person by
using a disciplined and
synthetic approach that
includes love, knowledge and
action.

Aurobindo’s life and
activities were many-faceted.
The first part of his life was
spent in receiving an
education in England; the
second part was spent in the
princely state of Baroda as a
civil servant and an educator;
the third part was spent in
Bengal where he was a
freedom-fighter, journalist and
an educator; and the final, the
fourth part was spent in the
French Territory of
Pondicherry, mainly practicing
concentrated yoga for ascent
to and descent of the

Supermind.

Aurobindo was sent to
England at the age of 7 where
he lived like an Englishman
and studied at St. Paul’s
School and Cambridge
University. During this period
he was divorced from any
Indian influence. He had a
flair for languages and
literature. He learned English,
Greek, Latin, French,
German, ltalian and several
other European languages.
He wrote poetry at the age of
13 and was influenced by the
writings of Dante, Homer and
Horace. Before he left
England he became
interested in India’s struggle
for freedom from British
rule and joined a secret
society called “The Lotus and
Dagger”.

After he was
unsuccessful in the Indian
Civil Service Examination in
England, Aurobindo returned
to India. He was 21. He
worked as a Revenue Officer
and later as a professor in the
state of Baroda. For the first
time he learnt his mother
tongue, Bengali, as well as
Guijrati, Sanskrit and Marathi.
During this period he became
highly patriotic, politically
involved (mainly through
writing thoughtful articles and
editing nationalistic journals),
and spiritually motivated all at
the same time. Politically he
was influenced by Tilak and
Dayananda and spiritually by
sri  Ramakrishna and

Vivekananda. He never had
a formal guru but he learned
breath control (pranyama)
techniques from a Marathi
yogi, Lele. Aurobindo was
able to silence his mind in
three days.

During 1902 - 1908 he
returned to Bengal and
plunged into the movement
for the liberation of Bengal.
He wrote inspiring articles in
different journals and
newspapers. Eventually the
British rulers imprisoned him
in Alipur jail for a year for
inciting anti-British terrorist
activities. While in jail he
became self-realized and saw
God as Sri Krishna.
Henceforth, he became an
instrument in the hand of God
who guided him the way a
guru guides his disciple. It
seems that all his actions and
writings were inspired and
directed by an inner
voice —— the voice of his
guru, friend, Lover and God.

After the jail term,
Aurobindo was ordered by the
inner voice to move to
Pondicherry for the remainder
of his life.In Pondicherry he
undertook intense spiritual
practice lasting nearly half a
century. This spiritual practice
(sadhana) culminated in his
developing a new philosophy
— Integral Yoga of
Supra-Mental transformation
for the betterment of mankind.

In 1941, a devoted
French woman, Mrs. Mira

Richer, joined Aurobindo at
his ashram. Soon she
became an active
collaborator - disciple of
Sri Aurobindo. In 1926, Mira
now Sri Ma, took charge of
the Aurobindo Ashram and
Aurobindo went in seclusion.
At its height the Ashram Drew
about 1000 disciples from all
parts of the world, who came
to practice the Integral Yoga
path of Sri Aurobindo. The
great yogi passed away in
1950 having fulfilled his goal
of finding a yoga path that
would regenerate all men and
women into a Divine Being
and thereby improving the lot
of the entire human race.

Sri Aurobindo in 1950
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The summer of ‘94, a time of discov-
ery, wonder and fulfiliment for me. | can use
so many words, adjectives and emotions to
describe my travels. Yet at the same time, |
find it hard to verbalize those feelings. | am
left speechless, reflecting only on the fad-
ing memories of my journey. It was indeed
a journey of spiritual and emotional awak-
ening. There is usually two reactions to In-
dia, either you hate it or you love it. For me,
it was all the way ‘ love “. It was something
stronger than love. | think, | can describe it
as a sense of pride.

From the snow capped mountain- the
Himalayas to the rushing river of the Beas,
to the sun soaked beaches of Goa and
Mahabalipuram, there lies an underlying
beauty. A beauty that is not related to the
landscape, but it is found in the people of
India. The smiling faces of the children and
the hospitality made every day a little more
brighter. Their eagerness and warmth shined
through their eyes and smiled like the south-
ern Indian Sun behind the tall trees.

The diversity of India struck me as
something wonderful. | was told that if we
were to travel 160 km North, South, East or
West from which point in India, we would
discover a new language, culture, people
and even the soil. | had to prove this fact
myself. | travelled 300 km North (Simla), |
saw purple, pink, red and brown soils and
so did other things, including changing
dialects. Therefore, | came to the conclu-
sion that one can never fully see all of India.

A remarkable change
came upon Narendranath
between 1888 and 1890,
when he left his temporary
excursions and when he
parted his brethren to travel
as a mendicant. He used
various names to hide his
identity, which would be lost
in the multitudes of
sannyasins. Indian monks
generally live a life of soli-
tude, yet he desired to fulfill
a great destiny; that was not
the life of an ordinary recluse
struggling for his personal
salvation. He was burning
with the desire to know India
better and the mute appeal
rising all around him from
oppressed India. He went to
Varanasi, the holiest city of
Hindus, where he met many,
bur Sri Pramadadas Mitra, a
great sanskrit scholar , with
whom he had been
corresponding on Hindu
religion and philosophy,
made a lasting impression.
He became one of his earlier
disciples and helped Naren in
his mission.

Thereafter, he visited
many cities in Uttar Pradesh

(Northern India) including
Lucknow, Agra, Vrindaban,
Hathras, Rishikesh etc. and
then he retured to Bangalore.
He travelled Southern India
as far as Kanya Kumari. At
Hathras he met Sarat
Chandra Gupta, who become
his first disciple (Swami
Sadananda). He revealed to
him the mission entrusted to
him by his Master, the spiritual
regeneration of India and the
World. Sarat Chandra
resigned from his job and
joined him in the fulfillment of
his mission.

In 1980, Narendranath
was greatly influenced by a
great saint, Pavhari Baba of
Ghazipur. At this time he was
torn between the desire of
being absorbed in the eternal
silence of the Absolute Divine
Mother and also the desire to
fulfill his Master’s mission. He
had hoped that Pavhari Baba
would appease the remorse
gnawing at his heart that fer-
vour for the highest absorp-
tion in the divine that kept him
away from the work entrusted
to him by his Master. The
great vision of  Sri

Ramakrishna came to draw
him back.

In July 1890, Swami
took leave of Ma
Sharadamoyee, the holy
consort of Sri Ramakrishna,
who was the spiritual guide of
the young Monk after
Master’s death. He also took
leave of his brother monks to
cut himself free from all ties
and to go into solitude up in
the Himalayas. He went
around from one place to
another. The thing that
affected the most, is the
conditions of the oppressed
people of India.

In the words of Roman
Rolland ‘this was a great
departure. Like a driver he
plunged into the Ocean of
India covered his tracks. He
was a nameless Sannyasin in
saffron robe among thousand
others, but the fire of genius
burned in his eyes. He was a
prince despite all disguise’.
